There is a new program called “Snow Way Out” to assist senior citizens with snow removal. The process goes like this: a senior signs up for the program by filling out an application available on the city website at www.allentownpa.org and clicking on the “SERVAllentown Logo”, then on  “Snow Removal Application”. They can download the application, fill it out and send it to the Lehigh Senior Center, at 1633 W. Elm Street, Allentown, PA.  Applications are also available at the Senior Center. When the center receives applications for snow removal services, they qualify the applicant, who will be put on a list. Volunteers wanting to participate in the program sign up to perform snow removal by going to the same website.  Joshua Keller, the city’s volunteer chief service officer, receives all volunteer applications and performs a background check. Once a volunteer is approved, a copy of his/her application is sent to the Senior Center for their records. “At this point the neighborhood groups can participate in the program. We have several neighborhood groups that have volunteered already, our thanks go out to them.   We expect to have one neighborhood group in each city sector. City sectors are westside, eastside, southside and center city.  Each participating neighborhood group will receive a list of snow removal applicants and volunteer names.  When it snows 3 inches or more, a snow removal applicant will call in for snow removal service.   The neighborhood group with the list will go down the list of volunteers and assign them a property.
